	PE

At the moment our PE days will be on a Monday and a Thursday. This is subject to change as the guidance around the use of gym halls etc are adapted and of course the ever dependant weather! 

We are not currently changing clothes, either due to lack of space and privacy, however if you would like to send your child to school with sporty clothes (eg: tshirt, joggers, hoody and trainers) on their PE days this is ok. Please no football colours.

	Literacy
This term we are going to be focusing on learning common words, revising our set 1 and 2 sounds through our RWI program and remembering how to spell our first and surname. We will also be writing weekend news to get the children back into the habit of writing and building independence.

Having made a super start to their learning of French in P1, the class will continue to participate in counting, animals and colours.
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Health & Well Being                                                 

We have already begun looking at   emotions in P2. We have looked at the Zones of Regulation for how we feel and we are beginning to look at Emotion Works which focuses on what triggers an emotion and what strategies we can use to help us feel better. 

We will also be focusing a lot on mental and physical wellbeing with lots of yoga, daily miles, outdoor learning and relaxation time.

	Topic work

We started the term focusing on our class and thinking about our class contract and what it means to be a good classmate. We are aiming to be ‘Ready, Respectful and Safe’ at all times while in school.

Numeracy and Maths                          

We will be using this term to reconsolidate learning from P1 and fill in the gaps of any missed learning. We will be looking at forward and backward number word sequences, number structures, addition and subtraction. For maths the focus will be on shape this term.
